It has been an extraordinary first year for the Connecticut Center for Nonviolence. We have successfully
completed several nonviolence trainings in inner city high schools and at Touchstone in Litchfield.
We are returning for more extensive training in both locations.

We led a program for seventy-five fifth grade students in Colchester, CT. The Superintendent of Schools has
invited us back to train both the fourth and fifth graders. This summer, Victoria gave the keynote address for the
CT Association of Teachers. Victoria recently joined 125 high school students who marched in Hartford CT.,
proclaiming to all “INCREASE THE PEACE” “NO VIOLENCIA” insisting that the violence cease.

We are working with community organizers to bring nonviolence training to these courageous students.

As our fledgling organization emerges, The World Peace Prayer Society is continuing to act as the umbrella
organization. Meanwhile it is up to Victoria as Executive Director and the Board of Directors of The Connecticut
Center for Nonviolence to raise funds in order to sustain our exceptional programs.
